	Day 1
	Introduction of the Unit topics.
	The teacher will present an overview of the topics to the students.
	Ask the students their expectation from this unit.
	1. Conduct a pre-test (25 items). 

2. The teacher will discuss the expected tasks/ performances (all the requirements) from the students throughout the unit.
a)Instruct them in advance to plan and start right away to interview local officials about their projects and actions in solving environmental issues, they will document it and to be presented in class on Day 2 of week 3.

b) Instruct them also about their research and reporting activity (reporting should make use of multimedia presentation) on the third day of the 3rd week about the topic, human rights. Present to them the rubric to be used in rating their output.

4. Divide the class in 4 groups (political group, economic group, social group, and ecological group). The name of their group corresponds to the topics or areas they will focus on in the requirements.
	Conduct a pre-test (25 items).

	Day 2
	Democracy and Communism
	The students will differentiate democracy from communism.
	The students will view a short documentary for about 10 minutes
	1. Ask questions to students: 

a) What are your   insights on what you have viewed? What does the documentary all about?

b) How did communism and democracy developed basing from the documentary?

2. The teacher will define ideology, democracy, and communism and discuss their origins and main concepts.
	The students will compare democratic countries’ situation  from the communist countries by accomplishing Template 1.

	Day 3
	Anarchy and Individualism
	The students will relate the topic to classroom or academic situations by discussing these scenarios and let them justify their reasons.
	Ask the ff. questions:

a. “What will happen to a country or society if there is no leader or there is no unity among people?
b. Do you prefer working alone or with a group? What happens to groups who do not have leaders? (Describe)
	1. Discuss the concepts of Anarchy and individualism.

2. Use the graphic organizer (Anarchism) to involve students. 
	The students will identify the countries that followed these ideologies.

	DAY 4
	Fascism and Nazism
	The students will criticize Hitler and Mussolini’s works including their ideologies.
	Who is that? What is that?
-Post pictures of Benito Mussolini, Adolph Hitler, Holocaust, and other related events in which the students will identify.
	1. The students will identify the pictures presented and will discuss briefly who are they or what are they.

2. Discuss the concepts of Fascism and Nazism and their implementation including their effects to the people and to the world.
	The students will accomplish Template 2

	DAY 5
	Assessment Day
	The teacher will assess students’ learning for the week.
	
	1. Call the students to summarize and make conclusions on the 3-day discussion for 10-15 minutes.
	Conduct a quiz (essay and objectives)

	DAY 1
	Capitalism and Socialism
	The students will argue on the positive and negative side of the economic doctrines.
	Ask the students to prepare themselves for a debate after the discussion.
	1. Discuss the concepts, differences and similarities of the doctrines for 20 minutes.

2. Divide the class into 2 groups, one is the positive side, and the other is the negative side. They will debate on the effect or implication of the socio-economic doctrines to society and political aspect of a country (15 minutes).

Use graphic organizer: Socialism
	· Debate activity

· Conclude on the topic by asking first the students about their insights for the last 5 minutes.

	DAY 2
	Cold War
	The students will judge the effects of cold war to politics, economics, and social structure and to the worldviews.
	Think-Pair-Share game

	1. After the activity or game, discuss the concepts –causes, events, and effects of cold war to the world.


	Share their insights regarding the implication of cold war to the overall setting of the world peace as a conclusion.

	DAY 3
	Neo- colonialism
	The students will synthesize the impact of neo-colonialism to culture particularly beliefs system of the people.
	Present a poster slogan and a caricature that has something to do with the topic to the students. 
	1. Ask students what they can tell about the poster slogan and the caricature.

2. Ask them what comes into their mind when they hear the word neo-colonialism.

3. Discuss the concepts, definition, causes, types, and effects of neo-colonialism.
	Short essay quiz: the students will answer the ff. question: Is the Philippines a neo- colony of America until now? Defend your answer. 

Condition for the answer: maximum of 10 sentences, minimum of 8 sentences.

	DAY 4
	Arms and weapons Production
	The students will rate the effectiveness of the different treaties and organizations that are against arm and weapon production.
	Ask the student “what if there will be world war 3 that will happen? What will they do?” 
	1. Discuss the reasons of countries for allowing arm/ weapon production ands the treaties/agreements regarding it. 

2. Discuss the impact of these arms and weapons to the economic, social, and political status of the world.
	The students will discuss the good and bad effect of arm and weapon production and the correlation of bug time countries to it.

	DAY 5
	Assessment Day
	The teacher will assess students’ learning for the week.
	
	Sum-up the discussion by reviewing highlight of the topics.

	DAY 1
	Population and Development
	The students will make a diagram regarding the interrelationship between population growth and other problems that the world is facing today.
	The students will explain this line “ population is a problem that is the cause of other problem”
	1. Ask the students how development is related to population problem.

2. Discuss concepts- brief highlight of industrialization, related problems to population, programs, and organization about population prevention.
	The students will accomplish Template 3.

	DAY 2
	Technology and Ecological Condition
	The students will evaluate the effectiveness of local officials in implementing their projects in the locality. 
	
	1. Each group will present their documentation regarding their interview with local officials in connection to the topic.
	Ask students to share their thoughts on how they can help in preserving the environment after viewing their documentary.

	DAY 3
	Human rights
	The students will present their research about human rights violations and other related issues through an oral reporting.
	
	1. Remind students the rubric in evaluating their report and collect their written output.

2. The groups will discuss the different forms of human rights and human rights violation and their impact to people and the society as they present it through power point presentation..
	Questions as the discussion of the groups is on going.

	DAY 4
	Present day Issues
	The students will design a poster-slogan about the topic.
	Present to the class samples of poster-slogans made by other students or former students about the topic.
	1. Discuss briefly and comprehensively the important issues today that needs to be addressed.
2. The students will be grouped with 3-4 members; each group will make a poster or slogan regarding the current issues in the world.
	Let a representative from each group explain in front their output.

	DAY 5
	Assessment Day
	To assess students’ learning for the week.


	
	Sum-up the discussion for the day though an activity or role play.
	Group Activity: Role play
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
