	Delivery (Oral Presentation)
	Speaks enthusiastically with preparation and has clear and loud voice enough for the audience to hear. There is precise pronunciation of terms.
	The voice is clear and pronounces most words correctly. Most audience can hear presentation.


	Reporter’s voice is low or soft making the audience at the back have difficulty to hear, makes several errors and mispronunciations of terms.


	Reporter mumbles, incorrectly pronounces terms, and speaks too softly or too fast that audience cannot understand.

	Content and Organization
	The content is presented clearly and concisely and highly organized progression of ideas and supporting information. It includes advanced organizers and gives the audience a clear sense of the project. Information is accurate and complete, with proper citation.

	The content is presented with a logical progression of ideas and supporting information. Includes persuasive information from reliable sources.
	The content is vague in imparting a point of view and does not create a strong sense of purpose. It jumps around in sequencing of the ideas. Includes some persuasive information with few facts. Some of the information is not fit and with unreliable sources.
	The content lacks a clear point of view and no logical sequence of information. Includes little persuasive information and only one or two facts about the topic. Information is incomplete, and incorrect.

	Subject Knowledge
	Shows an understanding of the material and able to answer questions with clarity/ explanation and elaborations. The information is clear and correct.


	Shows understanding of the material and able to answer questions but fails to clarify and elaborate. Most of the information is clear and correct.
	Shows knowledge of the material and able to answer only rudimentary questions. Some information is incorrect.
	Reporter does not have full grasp of his topic and cannot answer the questions. Information is incorrect or confusing.



	Overall Design (Layout, Text elements and Mechanics)
	The layout is pleasing to the sight and contributes to the overall message with appropriate use of headings and subheadings. The background and colors enhance the readability of text. Uses appropriate font style (easy-to-read) and size that varies appropriately for headings and text. Use of italics, bold, and indentations are evident for emphasis and text is appropriate in length for the target audience. The text is written with no errors in grammar, capitalization, punctuation, and spelling.


	The layout is visually pleasing and uses horizontal and vertical white space appropriately. Sometimes the fonts are easy-to-read, but in a few places the use of fonts, italics, bold, long paragraphs, color or busy background detracts and does not enhance readability. The text is written with little or no editing required for grammar, punctuation, and spelling.
	The layout shows some structure, but appears cluttered and or distracting. Overall readability is difficult with lengthy paragraphs, too many different fonts, dark or busy background, overuse of bold or lack of appropriate indentations of text. 3 or more errors are evident in spelling, punctuation, and grammar.
	The layout is cluttered, confusing, and does not use spacing, headings and subheadings or poor use of headings, subheadings, indentations, or bold formatting to enhance the readability. The text is extremely difficult to read with long blocks of text and small point size of fonts, inappropriate contrasting colors. More than 5 errors in spelling, capitalization, punctuation, usage and grammar repeatedly distract the reader.

	Graphics or images and animations (includes creativity)
	The graphics and animations helps in presenting an overall theme and enhance understanding of the concepts. Images are of proper size and location suited to the message conveyed.


	The graphics and or animations visually depict material and assist the audience in understanding the flow of information or content.


	Some of the graphics and or animations seem unrelated to the topic/theme and do not enhance the overall concepts. Most images are clipart and too large/small in size. Images are poorly cropped or the color/resolution is fuzzy.
	The graphics and or animations are unrelated to the content. Graphics do not enhance understanding of the content. There are distracting decorations that detract from the content.

	Sharing of information by the group members
	All members relays a great deal of information where in everything relates to the topic. Shows cooperation and assistance to each other.

	Most members share only some of the basic information that mostly relates to the topic. Shows cooperation and assistance to each other.
	Most members shares very little information--some relates to the topic. Lacks cooperation and motivation to each other.
	Does not relay any information to teammates. No cooperation and motivation to each other.
