	Content and Organization
	The content is presented clearly, concisely, and highly organized progression of ideas and supporting information. All the entries are related to the subject matter and supports objectives. It has creative title.

	The content is vague in imparting a point of view and does not create a strong sense of purpose. It jumps around in sequencing of the ideas. Most of the entries are not related to the subject matter.

	Layout and Design
	The pages are pleasing to the sight or appealing and contributes to the overall message with appropriate use of headings and subheadings. The background and colors enhance the readability of text. Uses appropriate font style (easy-to-read) and size that varies appropriately for headings and text. Use of italics, bold, and indentations are evident for emphasis and text is appropriate in length for the target audience. 

	The layout is visually pleasing and uses horizontal and vertical white space appropriately. Sometimes the fonts are easy-to-read, but in a few places, the use of fonts, italics, bold, long paragraphs, color or busy background detracts and does not enhance readability. 
	The layout shows some structure, but appears cluttered and or distracting. Overall readability is difficult with lengthy paragraphs, too many different fonts, dark or busy background, overuse of bold or lack of appropriate indentations of text. Unappealing and inappropriate or not consistent. Does not convey the meaning of the content

	Graphics
	The graphics are well selected and helpful in presenting an overall theme and enhance understanding of the concepts. Images are of proper size and location suited to the message conveyed. Has variety in types: charts, comics, or puzzles are included
